3. Write 5 sentences using apostrophes for possession – one should use an 

apostrophe for a plural noun. 

If you get stuck, read through the BBC page as it reminds you how to use 

apostrophes for singular possession and plural possession, as well as if the noun 

ends in ‘s’. We have done a lot of work on this already, including previous home 

learning, so I am confident that you will know how to approach this.
