Activity 1: Label the words as either synonyms or antonyms – be careful with spelling!
Activity 2: Complete the synonyms and antonyms activity sheet – remember if you’re not sure about what a word means you can use a dictionary.
Activity 3: Complete the synonym word search online, there are 10 words to find in total, each one on the list plus a synonym for each.

Synonyms are words with the same or similar meaning:
· Words such as happy, cheerful and merry.
· Words such as sad, miserable and heartbroken.
Antonyms are words with opposite meanings:
· Words such as angry and peaceful.
· Words such as funny and serious.
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
