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We can learn cbout the past In a variety of
ways. Photographs, pantings, books, writing,
taking and objects provide us with evidence
We use these sources of evidence in order
10 buld up a peture of the past. One
important consideration for all who want to
learn more about the past is that we must
preserve as much evidence as possble. This
has not always been the case.

Theves have always been ready to steal
ancient treasures and ether sell them or
melt them down into precious metals. Many
great treasures were lost to grave-robbers.
over the centuries. During the nineteenth
century, Europeans visited Egypt in order to
find ancient objects and send them to therr
own countries.

One of the most famous European
adventurers in Egypt was an halan called
Giovanni Belzoni. He was over two metres
tall and worked as a farground strongman in
England before traveling to Egypt to sell
machinery. Once there he redlsed that
sending objects to Europe could make him
rich

He is remembered for moving the giant head
of Ramesses Il across the desert o the Nie
from where it could be shipped to England.
It still stands in the British Museum today.
Belzon was not well educated man, he was
an amateur archaeologst. As an explorer, he
was motated by finding hidden treasure so
that he could sell the artefacts to collectors
Hs methods were often destructve and
qute unusual but his discoveries kaid the
foundaton for the scientific study of
Egyptology. From this point of view, Howard
Carter summed up Belzon as "one of the
most remarkable men in the entire history of
