How has where people lived impacted their 
lives and the lives of their ancestors?

History Skills Progression
Place current study on a timeline in relation to other studies, use 
relevant dates and terms, find out about beliefs, behaviour and 
characteristics of people, recognise that not everyone shares the 
same views and feelings, compare beliefs and behaviour with 
another time studied, write another explanation of a past event in 
terms of cause and effect using evidence to support and illustrate 
their explanation. Know key dates, characters and events of time 
studied.
Geography Skills Progression
Investigate places with more emphasis on the larger scale; 
contrasting and distant places. Use 4-figure co-ordinates 
confidently to locate features on a map, begin to use 6 figure grid 
references; use latitude and longitude on atlas maps, recognise OS 
map symbols, use atlas symbols, locate places on a world map
