We are going to recap the four operations over the next couple of weeks. Here I have some addition and subtractions for you to complete. Please remember to:

1. Make sure that (for subtraction) the greater number is on the top
2. Put your numbers into a column, making sure the place values line up
3. Begin with the smallest place value
4. If you are adding – remember to regoup any 10s into the next highest place value
5. If you are subtracting: more on top no need to stop, more on the floor go next door and borrow some more, numbers the same zero’s the game!
6. Check your calculation before you move on to the next
7. © Can you use the INVERSE to check your calculations?
