Maths
I would like you to practise rounding numbers to the nearest 10, 100 and 1,000. We learned this all the way back in the Autumn term. We got really good at it, but we haven’t done it for a while. Have a go with the list of numbers below, writing the original, and then the rounded numbers out in your blue book.
Success Criteria
1. Underline the number you are rounding to
2. Find the ‘bossy number’ (next place value down)
3. The bossy number tells you what to do: 0 – 4 stick to the floor, 5 – 9 up to the sky
4. The bossy number changes the number you are rounding to
5. After you have rounded, the bossy number and all those after it (in lower place values) lose their power and become place holders.
