So, what did you think of my tiny dragon? He is very cool!
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I can’t tell you where I found him, in case you go out looking for one yourself when we should all be staying at home. I can tell you that he now lives with me; I have to keep my oven on all the time at a low temperature, and he snuggles up underneath it in the dark warmth. He doesn’t really like the daytime, it’s too bright for him, but he will come out at night. The amazing thing is that he can speak – his tiny voice is all dry and crackly, and he often sneezes and coughs soot all over the place, but he has learned to speak English!
Before I tell you any more, can you think about what you might like to ask him? Can you write down an imaginary conversation that you might have with him, including the answers he might give?
See if you can punctuate the conversation properly, using speech marks, choosing interesting reporting verbs (remember, said is dead!), and following the rules of speech accurately. Record this in your blue home learning book.
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I would like you to first estimate the missing number, then use the inverse operation to find the actual missing number. Compare your estimate with your actual answer, how close were you?

Success Criteria
To Estimate
1. Round each number in the calculation to the nearest thousand
2. Add the two numbers you know together in your head
3. Subtract the answer you get from the main answer to the calculation
EG: 4028 + ___________ + 2094 = 8592
1. 4028 rounds to 4000, 2094 rounds to 2000 and 8592 rounds to 9000
2. 4000 + 2000 = 6000
3. 9000 – 6000 = 3000

To find the actual answer
1. Add the two numbers that form the question part of the number sentence together
2. Subtract the answer you get from the main answer to the calculation
EG: 4028 + ___________ + 2094 = 8592
1. 4028 + 2094 = 6122
2. 8592 – 6122 = 2470
My estimate was 3000, the actual answer was 2470. This is quite close, I estimated well.
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Estimate the missing number. Find the missing number using the inverse.
