Topic
In our art lessons we had begun looking at the artistic styles of the Islamic Golden Age. If you remember, we found out about vegetal patterns, calligraphy and geometric patterns.
On the PDF I have posted you will see ideas for learning how to draw and design your own geometric pattern, building up a simple set of overlapping shapes.
Have a go yourself on some scrap paper if you have it. Try out different ideas, think about what works best and why you like it. When you have your final geometric pattern chosen, can you draw this into your blue book? As an extension you could try colouring it in – it would be a little bit like the mindfulness colouring we sometimes do.
Here is a video tutorial to give you some more ideas. It’s very detailed, so don’t worry if you find it a bit tricky. You can use your pencil and ruler and just experiment with what you can create; don’t worry about using a compass to draw a circle, if you want a circle why don’t you use the bottom of a cup or mug? Above all else, have fun and enjoy making your creations!

Science
You have been amazing with our science topic of sound this half term, it has been so much fun exploring and experimenting with you. Here’s a recap challenge: can you remember and explain to your family what a sound source is, and what happens when you move further away from it? How are sounds made, and how are vibrations involved? How does sound travel to your ear? What is the link between the volume of a sound and the vibrations causing it?
Can you remember any of the experiments that we did to investigate this? Can you recreate them with any of the everyday objects you have at home? If you have brothers or sisters can you show them what happens to a sound source the further away from it you move? Have fun experimenting with sound, and see how many scientific explanations you can give using scientific vocabulary.
